Summary of Parking 
Policies and Rules
Parking within Higley Groves
 

One of the most frequent violations of our CC&R’s are improperly parked vehicles on our streets. We all were notified of the parking rules and limitations within Higley Groves when we were considering purchasing our homes and agreed to follow them. While our two-way streets provide for the passage of vehicles this becomes more difficult when there are vehicles parked on the streets.

 

Homeowners also have a more difficult time backing out of their driveways when there are vehicles parked on the streets directly across from their driveway. The driver of the vehicle backing up must turn sharper to avoid a collision with the parked vehicle.

 

Excessive on-street parking can also cause emergency vehicles to have to slow down when responding to an emergency to avoid a collision with the parked vehicles. It also impedes garbage pick up and mail delivery within the community. In extreme cases mail delivery may be suspended due to the inability of the postal service to have clear access to your mailbox. These are all good reasons for all homeowners to minimize on-street parking.

 

All homeowners are required to comply with our parking rules. They are also responsible to inform all guests, invitees, contractors or other visitors to their home of our parking rules.

Parking Rules
All vehicles of owners, lessees, employees, guests and invitees shall be kept in garages or residential driveways of the owners wherever and whenever such facilities are sufficient to accommodate the number of vehicles.
 
In the event the garage and driveway is insufficient for parking, temporary parking shall be allowed on the street, except for one-way streets. In no event shall overnight (12:00 midnight to 6:00AM) on-street parking be allowed on any street. On-street parking is prohibited on all one-way streets. Parking in the gravel or landscaped front or side yard of any lot is prohibited. (Reference: Higley Groves CC&R’s, Section 5.6 and 3rd Amendment)
 
In summary, our parking rules specify:
 

Temporary parking is allowed during the day on streets which provide for two-way traffic when there is insufficient parking available in the homeowners garage and driveway. For instance when a homeowner has more guests or visitors than his garage and/or driveway parking will accommodate. 


No parking is allowed on any one-way street, at any time.


No overnight (12:00 midnight to 6:00AM) parking shall be allowed on any street.


No vehicle can park within 15 feet of a fire hydrant or within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection.


No vehicle can park blocking sidewalks, driveways or handicapped ramps.


No vehicle can park in the front or side yard on unpaved areas of any lot.


No vehicle can park on the driveway apron (the paved sloped area between the street and the sidewalk).


No vehicle can park wherever there is a sign prohibiting parking.


No parking on any street whenever parking is available in driveway or garages.

We all have the responsibility of enforcing our parking rules. However, our enforcement procedure is accomplished by conducting random inspections of our streets to identify vehicles parking in violation of our parking rules. 

Vehicles violating the parking rules will be given one Courtesy Notice asking the owner(s) to observe our parking rules without any fine. The response to these notices is expected to be immediate upon receipt of the notice. In the event the vehicle owner continues to park in violation of the parking rules and receives a second or subsequent notices, fines will be assessed as follows: 

First Notice - No Fine

Second Notice - $25.00 Fine

Third Notice - $50.00 Fine

Fourth and Subsequent Notices - $100.00 Fine Each Occurrence 

 

Vehicle violation notices require compliance upon receipt of the Courtesy Notice.  The Association's grace period (time allowed to correct a violation) for CC&R and Architectural Guidelines violation notices does not apply to parking violations.

In extreme cases where a vehicle has been illegally parked for an extended period of time or is considered a hazard the HOA may have the vehicle towed. If you have questions regarding a particular vehicle that may apply, contact our Managing Agent or Board President should you feel towing is the only viable recourse. (Reference: Higley Groves CC&R’s, Section 5.7)

We have encouraged all homeowners to assist us in enforcing our parking rules by providing you with copies of the Courtesy Notice that can be placed on vehicles in the neighborhood parked in violation of our rules. One of the most frequent requests we receive from homeowners is to control the vehicles parked on the streets in their neighborhood. We actively seek your assistance in controlling unauthorized parking. 

 

Homeowners Instructions for use of the Courtesy Notice  

If you are having a problem with unauthorized parking in your neighborhood and want the Associations help in solving the problem contact the Managing Agent or any Board Member for copies of the Courtesy Notice form.

The Courtesy Notice is a two-part NCR form. Fill out the information that identifies the vehicle, date & time of the violation and the location of the vehicle (address of owner). Place the white copy under the driver’s side windshield wiper of the vehicle and send the yellow copy to the Association Managing Agent or HOA President so the violation can be recorded in the Associations Records. 

The Association will record the violation in Association Records and issue any appropriate fines for repeated offenses. 

Please sign your name, address and telephone number on the yellow copy of the form in the box provided. This is required so the Association has a record of the person who issued the Courtesy Notice. The Association cannot record a notice or issue a fine for parking violations without this information.

 

Right to Appeal Notice of Violation

If you should receive a parking violation notice you have the right to appeal the notice.  The appeal must me in writing and submitted to Higley Groves Homeowners Association c/o Associated Asset management, 2400 E. Arizona Biltmore Circle, Suite 1300, Phoenix, Arizona 85016. Associated Asset Management will forward the appeal to the Board of Directors. You will receive a written response to your appeal.

Parking Violation Form
The parking violation form is to be used by both homeowners and the Association for vehicles parked in violation to our parking rules. The form identifies the vehicle and specifies the date and time of the violation. It also notifies the vehicle owner that fines will be assessed for failure to correct the infraction of the rules. The parking rules require compliance upon receipt of the violation notice.

	Parking Violation Courtesy Notice

	If you are a visitor to Higley Groves, welcome. Whether you are a visitor or a homeowner, we would appreciate your helping us to preserve the safety and the pleasant environment we work hard to maintain in our neighborhood and ask you to comply with our parking rules.
	Parking is Prohibited within Higley Groves;
· On any One Way Street.
· Overnight (12:00 midnight to 6:00 AM) on any street
· Blocking sidewalks, driveways or handicapped ramps.
· In the front or side yard on unpaved surfaces.
· On the driveway apron (the slope between the street and sidewalk).
· Within 15 feet of a fire hydrant.
· Wherever there is a sign prohibiting parking.
· Within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection.
· Whenever parking is available in homeowner’s driveway or garages.

This is a two-part NCR form. Fill out the information that identifies the vehicle, date & time of the violation and the location of the vehicle (address of owner). Place the white copy under the windshield wiper of the vehicle and send the yellow copy to the Association Managing Agent or HOA President so the violation can be recorded in the Associations Vehicle Violation Log. The Association will note on their copy if it is a repeat offender. Please sign your name, address and telephone number on the form in the upper right corner. This is required so the Association has a record of the person who issued the Courtesy Reminder. The Association cannot issue a notice or violation for parking violations without this information.
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
